The toll free number provides automatic routing of 
calls to claims representatives in the Bellevue District Office and the nearby offices of Billings, 
MT; Portland, OR; Salt Lake City, UT; and Spokane, WA during emergency and peak 
periods. You can also obtain automated information about unemployment and sickness 
benefits, request a letter showing your current monthly annuity rate, request a replacement 
Medicare card, or get the work history of an active railroad employee.  If you move to another 
part of the United Sates, the RRB toll-free number will also let you know the district office that 
handles your new residence.
