The
lines to be acquired by |ease were: (1) The Wst Stayton Branch
between m |l epost 708.11 at Stayton and m | epost 737.76 at Wodburn,
a distance of 29.65 mles in Marion County, Oregon; (2) the Ceer
Branch between mlepost 719.16 at GCeer and mlepost 725.81 at
Salem a distance of 6.65 mles in Marion County, Oregon; and (3)
MII Cty Branch between mlepost 689.64 at Page and m | epost
725.71 at MII City, a distance of 36.07 mles in Marion and Linn
Counties, Oregon.

WV/RY began operations on February 22, 1993, and first conpensated
its twelve full-time enployees as of that sane date. WRY
i nterchanges with SPTC at Sal em and Al bany, Oregon.
