| nformati on about O&P was furnished by M. M chael J. Connor, its
Executive Vice-President. O8%P began operations on May 15, 1995,
and first conpensated enpl oyees on that sanme date. Q&P provides
carload freight service to industries along its lines between
Youngstown, Chio and Darlington, Pennsylvania, a distance of 39.24
mles. Service is normally provided bi-weekly. O&P interchanges
with Consolidated Rail Corporation (BA No.1321) at Youngstown
(Haselton Yard), Chio, and with CSX Transportation (BA No.1524) at
Youngstown, Chio. The Chio Central Railroad, |ncorporated (BA No.
3362) is the common paynmaster for O&P.

Authority for O&P to acquire and operate its rail lines was
obtained in Interstate Commerce Comm ssion Finance Docket No. 32711
(Sub- No. 1), decided June 23, 1995.

Based upon the informati on summari zed above, the Board finds that
Chi 0 & Pennsyl vani a Rail road Conpany becane a rail carrier enployer
under the RRA and the RU A effective May 15, 1995, the date on
which it began railroad operations and first conpensated enpl oyees.
